Metrospective chart’s Graham Metson’s career from 1957 to recent works and explores the impact city-life has had on his work.  

His experiences of living in London at the start of his career as well as his travels to other cities worldwide have been a constant source of inspiration, informing his energetic, expressive style.  Metson’s career as an artist has been both successful and eventful; organising events and happenings as well as exhibiting internationally and developing friendships with Henry Moore, John Heartfield and Andy Warhol, among others.  

His works on paper employ the techniques of British pop culture and comic books, resulting in striking layered montages.  The exhibition also features a selection of recent oil paintings portraying figures in movement in vibrant colour.

Born in East London, Metson moved to Harlow in the 1950s and became actively involved in the local arts community.  Metson recalls “It was an amazing social experiment and attracted a great number of creative go-ahead people.  They came together to form a new community…it was the perfect platform for the artist”.  After leaving Harlow, Metson emigrated to the United States and finally settled in Canada, where he still lives.  This exhibition marks his return to Harlow, the first exhibition of his work in Harlow since 1970s.
