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GATEWAY AND BARRATT HOMES 

CELEBRATE PARTNERSHIP AT HARLOW SHOW
Members of Barratt Homes, the official event partner of the Harlow Town Show which took place on 3 September, and the Harlow Gateway Partnership gathered at the show to celebrate the unveiling of Barratt’s plans for a £100 million residential development at the Harlow Gateway site.

The 27-acre site is known as the Harlow Gateway due to its superb location, alongside the main A414 to Chelmsford, close to the railway station, on the northern edge of the town centre.  

Barratt’s development, Fifth Avenue, has outline planning consent for 530 homes that will see the transformation of the former dry ski slope site and sports ground into a highly desirable residential address. 

Glyn Hopping said: “Fifth Avenue will provide a wide choice of property styles, from first-time-buyer homes to large family houses, with these set within an imaginatively designed development that will include large open spaces and striking landscaping.” 

A Gateway Partnership spokesperson said: “We are delighted to be working with Barratt to develop new homes for Harlow in line with the Gateway vision.  By working together in partnership, we will ensure that decisions about what gets built will reflect local aspirations and we will achieve real and lasting benefits for Harlow and its community.” 

Fifth Avenue will include Barratt’s famous I-Pad apartments; affordable private homes that have been designed specifically for those striving to take the first steps on the property ladder, as well as one and two-bedroom apartments and two, three and four-bedroom houses; subject to detailed planning consent.
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The properties will have varying architectural styles with smart façades including brickwork, buff and white render and timber boarding.  The houses will have private gardens while many apartments, set in landscaped grounds, will have balconies or terraces.  

The proposed homes will be built around a major central public space known as The Circus, which will be the location of a public work of art.  Footpaths and cycle routes branch off The Circus like the spokes of a wheel, with mews and courtyards attractively arranged between tree-lined boulevards.

The Harlow Gateway Partnership consists of Harlow District Council; Harlow Sports Trust; English Partnerships, the national regeneration agency; and the Department for Communities and Local Government (DCLG).  In addition, Harlow Town Football Club, Harlow College, Mark Hall School, and Science Alive are all supporting the Gateway initiative.

The £42 million Harlow Gateway Project is funded by a £10.9m contribution from the Government, via the DCLG, with the balance coming from the three funding partners – Harlow Sports Trust; English Partnerships, the national regeneration agency; and Harlow District Council – and existing property assets, including the sale of the current Harlow sports centre site for housing.

When complete, the Gateway Project will provide approximately 590 housing units in total, of which approximately a third will be affordable/first-time-buyer homes.
