	Sharing information with your landlord.

Sometimes sharing information with your landlord helps us to deal with your claim quickly and reduces the risk of you falling behind with your rent because of your claim being delayed.  Such information could include whether you are working or unemployed, whether your claim has all the relevant documentation with it or what further information we have requested.

There may be other information about your claim that we need to check with your landlord such as the date your tenancy started, before we can make a decision on your claim.  If this is the case, we have to ask your landlord even if you have not given us your permission to discuss your claim with them.

If you do not give us permission to discuss your claim with your landlord, it will not affect your claim.  And if you give us your permission but then change your mind, we will follow your wishes.  Just contact us and let us know.
