	Risk Definitions
	Assessment

	L
	Low :  minor injuries requiring first aid – for example, grazes or minor cuts 

	M
	Medium: an injury requiring further medical assistance –  for example cuts needing stiches or broken bones

	H
	High: major injuries, such as paralysis,  or death

	N/A
	Not applicable to current job

	Residual Risk
	Residual risk is the level of risk that remains after suitable control measures are introduced


Assess the risk of each activity between Low, Medium or High.  Following introduction of risk control measures reassess for residual risk.

	Working at height using a ladder
	Operative
	Falls from a ladder due to unsafe working practices may lead to serious or fatal injuries
	
	
	
	• Ladders to be used only for short duration work when no other means of access is feasible

• Ladders to be checked before use

• No over-reaching when working from the ladder – reposition as necessary

• Three points of contact to be maintained when working from a ladder
	
	
	
	

	Working at height using a ladder
	As above
	Working from an unstable ladder or a ladder erected at the wrong angle may lead to falls
	
	
	
	• Ladders to be checked before use.

• Ladders to be erected on a firm base and secured at the top

• Ladder angle to be one unit out at the foot to four units in height
	
	
	
	

	Working at height using stepladders
	As above
	Falls from stepladders due to incorrect choice of stepladder or incorrect working technique may lead to falls
	
	
	
	• Consideration to be given to the use of podium type stepladders
• Three points of contact to be maintained when working from a stepladder

• Stepladders to be checked before use

• A handhold must be available.

• No over-reaching or exerting sideways pressure
	
	
	
	

	Working at height from a tower scaffold
	As above
	Falls from tower scaffolds due to instability can lead to serious injuries
	
	
	
	• Tower scaffolds to be erected by trained personnel only

• Guard rails, edge protection and stabilisers to be used where necessary

• Towers to be erected on firm stable surface only
	
	
	
	

	Moving a tower scaffold
	As above
	Erecting and reassembly of tower scaffolds may be carried out incorrectly leading to operatives falling
	
	
	
	• Tower scaffolds to be dismantled, moved and re-erected by trained personnel only

• Scaffolds to be checked on a regular basis for stability etc. by trained personnel
	
	
	
	

	Working from a mobile elevated working platform (MEWP)
	As above
	Use of incorrect type of MEWP may lead to it overturning with possibly fatal consequences
	
	
	
	• The right MEWP for the job to be selected (consider ground conditions, working height, the task including the range/sensitivity of movement, the anticipated load, e.g. people and tools)

• The MEWP must have a valid test certificate before use
	
	
	
	

	Working from a mobile elevated working platform (MEWP)
	As above
	Incorrect working practices may lead to a fall with possibly fatal consequences
	
	
	
	• Operators to be trained in the use of the MEWP

• Operators to use secondary protection, e.g. safety harnesses

• Operators to have task specific training, e.g. use of chainsaws etc
	
	
	
	

	Working on roofs or fragile surfaces
	As above
	Failure to take additional precautions when working on roofs or fragile surfaces may lead to operatives falling with possibly fatal consequences
	
	
	
	• Suitable means of access to the work area to be provided

• Work on roofs to be assessed for the safest, most suitable means of access to the work area, e.g. consider using MEWPS etc

• If using roof ladders or planks etc., they must be adequately supported and accompanied by suitable guardrails and edge protection

• Operatives should NOT access fragile roofs without a safe system of access
	
	
	
	

	Use of lanyards and restraint systems
	As above
	Use of faulty systems may lead to them failing causing fall injuries
	
	
	
	• All lanyards and safety restraint systems to be checked before use and regularly tested

• Operatives to be trained in their examination and use
	
	
	
	

	Use of a rescue plan for lanyards and fall arrest systems
	As above
	Failure to have a rescue plan in place may lead to injuries from an operated fall protect system
	
	
	
	• A suitable rescue plan to be in place to release operatives restrained by a fall arrest system

• Operatives to receive training in the rescue system
