In the decade 2001 to 2011, Great Parndon’s population decreased by over 3%, from 6777 to 6543.
This was the second highest rate of decline in Harlow, second only to Sumners and Kingsmoor and
well below the 4% growth seen throughout Harlow as a whole.

It was Harlow’s second least populated ward in 2001 but substantial growth in Old Harlow, saw
Great Parndon become Harlow’s smallest ward by the end of the decade.
